e Never leave children unattended.

e Always use the restraint system.

e Fall hazard: Prevent children from climbing onto the product.

e Do not use the product unless all components are properly installed and adjusted.

e Be aware of the risk of open flames and other strong heat sources near the product.

e Be aware of the risk of tipping when children can reach their feet on a table or any other structure.
e Do not use the product for children who cannot sit upright without assistance.

e Do not use the product if any parts are broken, torn, or missing.

e Highchair mode: For children under 3 years of age (or weighing up to 15 kg) who can sit unaided.

e The product is suitable for children from around 7 months (when able to sit up) to 20 kg (72 months old).
If your child is under 36 months (15 kg), must be fasten with the tray, anti tip bar and seat belt. When your
child weighs more than 20 kg (72 months) and can reach the floor, the step can be removed for adult use.
(Load capacity 110 kg) - Even if a dining table is installed, be sure to install anti tip bar and fasten the seat belt.

e When using a seat belt on a high chair, make sure it is properly installed and fastened.

e Ensure all components are correctly installed and used according to the manual.

e Do not use the chair until all components are properly configured and installed. SPECIAL NOTE: Before placing
the child in the chair, make sure the seat plate and footrest are properly adjusted and installed according to this
user guide.

e Avoid a fire hazard. To avoid the risk of fire, do not place the chair near open flames or other sources of intense
heat, such as electric stoves or gas stoves.

e Do not use the high chair if any parts are broken, torn or missing.

e Children should not sit on the product when the back or seat height needs to be adjusted.

e Do not use the highchair until the child is able to sit up by himself/herself.

e Always place the highchair on a flat, stable surface and make sure there is room for the highchair to slide back.

e Do not place towels, blankets, etc. on the backrest or seating surface to prevent children from slipping.

e Do not allow children to use the highchair without a parent or guardian to avoid the risk of falling due to loss of balance.

e Do not place small objects, poisonous substances, hot objects, electrical bends, etc. within reach of children
near the highchair as they may cause asphyxiation, poisoning, or other injuries.

e Always re-tighten all screws 2-3 weeks after assembly of the highchair. Check and retighten the screws as
necessary at regular intervals, e.g. every two months.

Keep the Allen key and Bolts for future use.

e Do not use any accessories or replacement parts that are not made by Combi; this may compromise your child's safety.

e Do not use the child's dining chair as a step stool.

e This product is not a toy. Do not allow children to play with this product or use it in any position other than that

recommended by Combi.

e Keep children away from the product during assembly or disassembly to avoid injury.

e The plastic bag used for packaging may pose a choking risk. Keep out of the reach of children and dispose of
it immediately.

Maintenance of the main body

e Normally wipe with a wrung-out damp (watered) towel.
e For heavier soiling, wash with a diluted neutral detergent and wipe with a wrung-out damp (watered) towel.
e After cleaning, place in a cool place to dry.

Storage and Disposal

e When the product is not in use for a long period of time, it can be disassembled and stored in a well-ventilated
place out of the reach of children and out of direct sunlight.

e When disposing of the child seat, follow the regulations in your area.

e The child seat can be structurally damaged if it is hit or dropped from a height or even if it is dropped once.
In this case, stop using the child restraint immediately even if there is no visible damage. When disposing of
the child safety seat due to an accident, remove the cover and other parts of the child safety seat from before
disposing of the child safety seat to prevent the product from being reused by others. To prevent the product
from malfunctioning or deformation, do not place heavy objects or apply pressure on the product.
